The Friends of All Saints, Bolton Percy (Charity No.504363)

1. Your personal data – what is it? 

Personal data relates to a living individual who can be identified from that data. Identification can be by the information alone or in conjunction with any other information in the data controller’s possession or likely to come into such possession. The processing of personal data is governed by the General Data Protection Regulation (the “GDPR”). 

2. Who are we?

3. How do we process your personal data?

· the processing relates only to members or former members (or those who have regular contact with it in connection with those purposes); and 

· there is no disclosure to a third party without consent. 

5. Sharing your personal data 
Your personal data will be treated as strictly confidential and will not be shared.

6. How long do we keep your personal data? 
We keep data for a period of up to 6 months once membership is lapsed.

7. Your rights and your personal data 

Unless subject to an exemption under the GDPR, you have the following rights with respect to your personal data: - 

• The right to request a copy of your personal data which The Friends of All Saints, Bolton Percy (Charity No.504363) holds about you; 

• The right to request that The Friends of All Saints, Bolton Percy (Charity No.504363) corrects any personal data if it is found to be inaccurate or out of date; 

• The right to request your personal data is erased where it is no longer necessary for The Friends of All Saints, Bolton Percy (Charity No.504363) to retain such data; 

• The right to withdraw your consent to the processing at any time;
• The right to request that the data controller provide the data subject with his/her personal data and where possible, to transmit that data directly to another data controller, (known as the right to data portability), (where applicable) [Only applies where the processing is based on consent or is necessary for the performance of a contract with the data subject and in either case the data controller processes the data by automated means]. 

• The right, where there is a dispute in relation to the accuracy or processing of your personal data, to request a restriction is placed on further processing;
